2. Once you decide on your topic, please go to the website: https://www.telecollaborationproject-tr-uz.com/  
3. Explore the ICT tools by clicking on the corresponding ICT type under the “ICT tools” section. For example, if you choose ‘Speaking with Virtual Reality’ for your task, please click on Virtual Reality, and you will see some Virtual Reality tools that can be used for your tasks.
4. Discuss the Virtual reality tools in terms of their advantages and disadvantages in teaching the target skill. Regarding the above example, you should discuss the suitability of Virtual reality tools in teaching speaking skills.
5. Check the “Tutorials” section to watch tutorials demonstrating how to use some ICT tools when creating your tasks.
